The Post-Baccalaureate Certificate in Applied Economics (PBCAE) is a one-year graduate 
certificate that enables students upgrade their skills in economic and statistical analyses beyond 
the undergraduate level but avoiding the rigour of a master’s level economics degree. It also 
serves as a bridging program for those intending to pursue a master’s degree in economics. 

PBCAE graduates with a GPA of B or higher (with no grade below a B-) are automatically eligible 
for admission to the Master of Applied Economics (MAE) program at Sobey School of Business.

By completing the PBCAE, you will be well-prepared to apply economic theories and concepts to real-world 
scenarios and make informed decisions in your chosen career path. The Sobey School’s PBCAE program will: 

•	 enhance your basic skills in economic analysis 
needed to understand some day‑to‑day 
economic events.

•	 develops your basic quantitative skills needed 
to meet your career demands.

•	 help prepare you for graduate studies 
in economics if you are lacking some 
background courses.
